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Spiders
What are spiders?

Although sometimes thought to be insects spiders are arachnids.
There are somewhere in the neighborhood of 3,000 species of
spiders in the United States. The spiders of interest in our geography
include brown recluse spiders and black widow spiders.

Brown recluse spiders measure 1/4 to 1/2 an inch and are tan to
dark brown with a fiddle shaped marking on the top of the cepha-
lothorax. They have six eyes in three groups of two in a semicircle.
They may be around rocks, in utility boxes, in woodpiles and many
other places outside. They may be found many places inside as well.

Female black widow spiders measure 1/2 and are black with a

reddish hourglass shape on the abdomen. It bears mentioning that color and marking are not always a reliable means of
identification. ldentification is best left to a professional. It is a bit of a misnomer that the female always kills the male she
mates with, actually this rarely occurs!

Are they dangerous?

Yes, a visit to the emergency room is recommended if bitten by either one of these spiders.

How do you get rid of spiders?
