What are Moles

Moles, while considered rodents are actually insectivores. 
They are small creatures with long narrow snouts, tiny 
eyes, rounded bodies and powerful front claws that are 
ideal for digging and tunneling. In fact moles have the ability 
to tunnel up to 100 feet each day and to do so by lying on 
their side and pushing up to make a raised surface tunnel.

Why do I have them?

Moles prefer soft, most soil and their main food source is earthworms. They will also eat millipedes, centipedes 
and other soil-dwelling organisms frequently found in lawns and yards throughout our service areas. Are they 
dangerous? Moles are not a health risk to humans and pets but are considered a nuisance pest based on the 
fact that their digging and tunneling often causes significant and expensive damage to landscaping.

How do you get rid of moles?
